We are pleased to inform you of an adjustment to the Pioneer Service School schedule. Be-
ginning with classes held toward the end of the 2014 service year, the course will be taught in six 
days, Monday through Saturday. This adjustment will help pioneers to care for their secular work 
and family responsibilities, will reduce the need for support by congregations, will enable traveling 
overseers to serve their circuits better, and will allow a greater number of pioneers who have not 
attended the school in the last five years to do so again. The revised curriculum will include 40 hours 
of classroom discussions and helpful demonstrations. As in the past, Pioneer Service School will as-
sist pioneers with strengthening their relationship with Jehovah, with becoming more effective in all 
aspects of the ministry, and with continuing to grow in their application of Bible principles.
